EXECUTIVE ORDER

AUTHORIZING THE NARCOTIC ADDICTION CONTROL COMMISSION:OF
THE COMMONWEALTH OF PUERTO RICO
TO REGULATE AND OTHERWISE CONTROL THE USE OF THE DRUG METHADONE.

WHEREAS, drug abuse is a major social problem in the Commonwealth
of Puerto Rico and afflicts the urban, suburban, and rural areas of
the Island;

WHEREAS, drug abuse seriously impairs the health and well being
of our saclety as well as that of the individual and substantially
contributes to criminal activities;

WHEREAS, the success of any drug abuse control program requires
a well coordinated program of prevention, education, treatment, re-
habilitation, and research in order to effectively combat drug abuse;

WHEREAS, one of the methods of drug abuse control used by public
and private agencies in Puerto Rico is a treatment program of detoxi-
fication/chemotherapy maintenance based on the oral administration
of methadone;

WHEREAS, until recently methadone was listed as an experimental
drug to be used on a voluntary basis as a chemical therapy.

WHEREAS, on April 6, 1972, the Commissioner of the Food and Drug
Administration of the United States proposed special requirements
for the use of methadone, placing the drug on the list of drugs
subject to special studies, records, and reports and providing that
the drug no longer be considered exclusively available for research
(30 Federal Register 6940);

WHEREAS, on February 6, 1973, pursuant to Section 409 of Public
Law 92-255, I designated the Puerto Rico Narcotic Addiction Control
Commission, for the purposes of exercising authority under said provi-
sion, as the interim Single State Agency for coordinating all drug
abuse prevention functions including tratment and rehabilitation,
even when performed by a State agency or department;

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provision of Subchapter D of Title 21,
Code of Federal Regulations, Section 130.44, the Governor of the
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico is encouraged to designate a State authority,
with the support of the Food and Drug Administration, to grant approval

to the establishment and operation of methadone treatment programs
in Puerto Rico;

THEREFORE, I, Rafael Hern&dndez Col6n, Governor of the Commonwealth
of Puerto Rico, by virtue of the powers veste& in me, hereby designate
the Puerto Rico Narcotic Addiction Control COmmiSSlOn as the State
Authority responsible for coordinating, licensing, and regqulating
all methadone treatment programs which shall be operated in Puerto
Rico; provided that once the newly created Department of Services
against Addiction assumes the functions of the Commission, as stipu-

lated by Law No. 60 of 1973, Article 8, so shall the authority provided
for in this executive order also be assumed,

This authority includes the following:
1. The approval through licensure of all methadone treat-

ment programs in the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico,
directly, or by delegation of this authority.
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
